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                  HOUSING AUTHORITIES
                 CITY AND COUNTY OF FRESNO

The primary objective of the Housing Authorities of the City and County of Fresno is to provide decent, safe,
and sanitary housing to low income families.  Our goal is to provide  housing with an environment to foster
advancement of low income families  from a position of dependency to one of self-sufficiency.  The Housing
Authorities owns,  manages or provides assistance to more than 30,000 persons living in 9,300 housing units.

Housing Choice Department (formally known as Section 8): The Housing Choice Department is  designed to
assist eligible families of low income to pay their rent.  The department administers several programs that
authorize the Housing Authorities to pay a portion of the tenant’s rent directly to a private landlord.  The
landlord is expected to provide all management and maintenance services.  The departments programs are as
follows:

‚ Housing Choice Voucher Program

• Applications are accepted by announcement only.
 
‚ Special Programs may receive referrals from the Human Services System and other Housing

Authorities approved agencies.

• Family Unification Program, is designed to help families that have or are losing their children
due to the courts or Child Protective Services.

• Beyond Housing/Mainstream - is designed to help persons who physically or mentally
challenged.

• Shelter Plus Care - is designed to assists persons who are homeless and disabled.
• Section 8 Home Ownership - assists eligible program participants achieve the American dream.
• Welfare to Work - is designed to move families from welfare to socioeconomic independence.
• Family Self-Sufficiency - assists program participants achieve economic self-reliance.

Low Income Public Housing Program (formally known as Conventional Housing): The Low Income Public
Housing Program consists of housing units which are owned and operated by the Housing Authorities.  These
complexes are located throughout the City and County of Fresno, and the qualifying family rents directly from
the Housing Authorities.

CHFA (Garland Gardens/Parkside): The CHFA Program is operated by the Housing Authorities similar to
the Conventional Housing Program.  Complexes are located in Fresno (Garland Gardens) and Huron (Parkside
Apartments).

Farm Labor Housing: The Fresno Housing Authorities is currently operating 204 units of Farm Labor
Housing in West Fresno, Parlier, Orange Cove, Firebaugh and Mendota.  These complexes were financed
through the USDA - Rural Development.  To qualify for this housing, residents must legally reside in  the
United States, and must derive at least half of their income from farm-related source.  This housing is occupied
year-round.

APPLICANT SCREENING
(Does not apply to Housing Choice Voucher Programs)

An objective of management is to select responsible residents who will do the following:

1.  Pay rent on a timely basis

2.  Keep property clean and in good repair

3.  Be a good neighbor

The screening process is geared to eliminate applicants whose references indicate that they would
disturb the peace of the complex, destroy property, or fail to pay rent.  The process includes the
following:

1.  Verification(s) of income.

2.  Soliciting of references from current and former landlords.

3.  Criminal check.

4.  Credit check.

5.  Physical inspection of current housing.
